ARTICLET.
NAME AND LOCATION .

The name of the corporation ig WOGDWIND TOWNHOUSES ASSOCIAETION. INC.,
hereinafier referred to as the "Asgocialion" . The principal olfice of the corporation shall
be located at 408 East North Street,

Greenville, South Carolina, hut meetings of members and directors mnay be held at such
places within the Slate of South Carolina, County of .Greenville aa maybe .deaigr.la.téd by
the Hoard of Directors.

ARTICLE II.

DEFINI'TIONS

Secllon 1. "Assccialion" shall mean and refer to WOODWIND TOWNHODSES
ASSOCIATION, INC ., its successors and agsigne.

Section 2. "Properties” shall mean and refer to that certain real pfopgrt.;r described
in the Declaration of Covenants, Conditiong and Reatriclona, and such additions thereto ng
may hereafter be brought within the juriadiction ol the Agsociation. |

Sectivn 3. "Common Area" ghall mean all real property owned by the Asgociation
lor the common use and enjoyment ol the owners .

Section 4. "Lot" shall meun and refer to any plot of lund shown upon any recorded
subdivision map of the Propertiey wilh Lhe exception of the Common Aren .

seclion 5. "Owner" shall mean and refer to the record owner, whether one or more
persons or-entities, ol the fee simple title to any lot which ig a pafrt of the L.’ropcrlicu,
including contract aellera, bul excluding those having such intereat terely us gecurity
lor the performance of an obligution.

Seclion 6. "Decloranl™ ghull mean and reler to Fortis Corporation, 4 Soulh
Caroling corpuration, ils successors and wsslgnsg, U such successurs or assigny should
acduire more than one undeveloped lol rom the Declurunt for (he purpase of development.
seclion 1. "Declarution” ghall mean and refer 1o the Declarution of Covenanls,

Conditiony und Leslrictions applicable to the Properlies recorded in the Office of the



Register of Mesne Conveyance of Greenville County, South Carolina.

Section . "Member" shall mean and refer to those persong entitled to membership
as provided in the Declaration and in Article 11l of these By-Lawa.

ARTICLE HI.
MEMBERSIIIP AND PROPERTY RIGHTS

Section 1, Membership. Every owner of a lot which js subject 10 asgegament
shall be a member of the Association . Membership shall be appurtenant to and may not
be separated from ownership of any lot subject to asgessment. The votiﬁg rightg of the
members shall be as provided by the Declaratior .

Section 2. Property Rights; Each member shall be entitled to the uae and enjoyment

of the facilities as provided in the Decidrauon Any member may delegate his rights of
enjoyment of the Common Area and facilities to the members of his family, his tenanis,
or contract purchasgers Who reside on the property. Such member shall n:otify the secretary
of the Association in writing of the name of the delegate. The rights and prlvueges of
tuch delegate are subject to suspenaion to the same extenl as those of the member
ARTICLE IV.
MEETING OF MEMBERS

Section 1. Annual Meetings. The first annual meeting of the membera shall be

held within one year from the date of incorporation of the Asgociation, and each subge-
quent regular annual meeting of the members shall be held on the same daj of the game
manth of each year thereafter, at the hour of 2: 00 o'clock P. M. If the 'day t;or the annual
meetiﬁg of the members ia a legal holiday, the meeting will be held at the same hour on
the lirst day following which is not 4 legal holiday .

Section 2. Speciul Meetings, Special meeatings of the membgrs may be called

at any iime by the president or by the Bourd of Directors, or upon wrilten request of the
members who are entitled to vole one-fourth (1/4) of all the votes of the Class A membership .

Section 3. Notice of Meetinga. Wrilten notice of cach meeting of the members

shull be given by, or at the digcretion of, the Belrelury or person authorized o call the
meeling, by mailing a copy of uuch notice, postuge prepuid, at least 15 days before such

meeting to each mamber entitled to vote thereut, uddressed to the member's addreas tast



appeuring on the hooks of the Association, or supplied by such member to the Association
for the purpose of notice. Such notice shall specify the place, day and hour of the meeting,
and, in the case of a special meeting, the purpose of the meeting. Waiver by a member

in writing of the notice required herein, signed by him before or after such meeting,

shall bé equivalent to the giving of such notice.

Section 4. Quorum. The presence at the meeting of members entitled to cast,

or of proxies entitled to cast, one;tenth {1/10) of the votes of each class of membership
shall constitute a gquorum for any action except as otherwise provided in the Articles of
Incorporation, the Declaration or these By-Laws. If, however, such qubrum shall not

be present or repregented al any meeting, the members entitled to vote fhereat shall have
power to adjourn the meeting from time to tim(_a. without notice other than announcement at
the meeting, until a quorum ag aloresaid shall be. Present or be represented.

Section 5, Proxies. At all meetings of the members, each member miy vote in

berson or by proxy. All proxies shall be in writing and filed with the secretary. Bvery
praxy shall be revocable and ghall automatically cease upon conveyance by the member
of his lot, ’
ARTICLE V,
BOARD OF DIRECTORS: SELECTION: TERM OF OFFICE

Section 1. Number. The affairs of this Association shall be managed by a Bosrd

of five (6) directors, who need not be members of the Association .

Section 2. Term of Office. At the first annual meeting the membera shall clect
| . (>) | \
two directors for a term of one year, two directors for term of two years, and one
director for a term of one year; and at each annual meeting thereafter the members

shall elect directors for a term of three yeurw, ) ¥

Section 3. HRemoval. Any director may be removed from the Board, with or without

chuse, by a mujority vole of the members of the Awgociulion. In the event of death, resignation
or removal of a director, hig successor shall be selected by the remasining members of

the Board, and shall serve for Lhe unexpired term of his predecessor

Seclion 4. Compensulion. No director shall receive compensulion lor any

service he muy render o the Associstion . However, any director muy be reimbursed



for his actual expenses incurred in the performance of his duties,

Section 5. Action Taken Without A Meeting. The directors shall have the right

to take any action in the absence of a meeting which they could take at '.a meaeting by obtaining
the written approval of all the directors. Any action so approved shali have the same effect
as though taken at a meeting of the directors.
ARTICLE VI.
. NOMINATION OF DIRECTORS

Section 1. Nomination. Nomination for election to the Board of Directors shall

be made by a Nominating Committee. Nominations may alsoc be made from the floor at

the annual meeung The Nomandtmg Commxttee shall cnnmst of a Chau'man who shall

be ;l.memb(,r of the Board of Directors, and two or more members of the Assocmtmn

The Nominating Cammittee shall be appointed by the Board of Directors prior to each annual
meeting of the members, to serve from the close of such annual meeting until the close of
the next annual meeting and such appointment shall be announced at each annual meeting .

The Nominating Committee shall make as many nominations for election to the Board of

Directors as it ahall in its discretion determine, but not less than the number of
vacancies that are to be filled. Such nominations may be made from among members or

non-members .

Section 2. E}ectio‘xia. Election to the Board of Directéra shall be gecret written
ballot. At such elec'.cion the members or their proxies may cast, in respect to eacrh
vacancy, as many votes as they are entitled to exercise undér the provisions of the
Declarution. The persons ¥eceiving the largest number of votes shall be elected .
Cumulative voting is not permitted.

| ARTICLE VI, N

MEETING OF DIRECTORS

Section 1. Regular Meetings, Repgulur meetings of the Board of Directors shall be

held mohlhly without notice, at su¢h place and hour as may be fixed Irom time to time by
resolulion of the Board. Should said meeling lull upon a legal holiday, then that meeting
shall be held at the same time on the next day which is not a legul holiduy, provided,
however, if the Board shall ugree lo meet on such legal holiday, any action taken by it

shall be valid and binding .



Section 2. Speclal Meetings. Special meetings of the Board of Directors shall he

held when called by the president of the Association, or by any twa directors, after not
less than three (3) days notice to each director.

Section §. Queorum. A majority of the number of directors shall congtitute

a quorum for the transaction of business. Every act done or decision made by a majority
of the directors present at a duly held meeting at which a quorum is present shall be
regarded as the act of the Board.
ARTICLE VIII.
POWER AND DUTIES OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 1. Powers. The Board.of Directors shall have power to:

(a) adopt and publish rules and ?eguiationa governing the use of the Common Area
and facilities, and the personal cbnduct of the members and their guests therecn, and to
establish penalties for the infrac.tion thereof;

(b} suspend the voting rights and right to uge of the recreational facilities of
a member during any period in which such member shall be in default in the payment of
any assesament levied by the Association. Such rights may alsc he suk.lpended after notice
and hearing, for a period not to exceed 60 days for infraction of published rules and
regulations; ’

{c) exercieg for the Association all powers, duties and authority vested in or
delegated to this Association and not reserved to the membership by other provisions
of thege By-Laws, Lthe Articles of Incorporation, or the Declaration;

(d} declare the office of a member of the Hoard of Directors to be vacant in the
event such member ghall be abgent from three (3} congecutive regular meetings of the
Board of Directora; '

{¢) employ amanager, an independen-t contractor, or guch other employees
a8 they deem necessary, und to prescribe their duties; and

(I} employ attorneys to represent the Associntion when decmed necessury

iucliou 2. Duties. It shull be he duly of the Board of Directors to:

{a) cuuse 1o be kept u complete record of all its acte und corporuic altalra and

lo present a stalement thercol o Lhe members at the annual 'macting of the members, or



at any special meeting when such statement is requested in wriling by qne*fourth (1/4)
of the Clasa A members who are entitled to vote;
{b) supervise all officers, agents and employees of this Associaﬁon, and to
see that their duties are properly performed; |
(c) as more fully provided in the Declaration, to:
{1} fix the amount of the annual asseasment against each lot gubject
o aggesament at least thirty (30) days in advance of each annual assessment period;
{2) send written notice of each assessment to every owner subject
thereto at least thirty (30) days in advence of each annusl asaessment peribd; and
{3) _foreclqse_ the lien against any propertiy for which asseasments
are not paid within thirty (30) days after due date or to bring an action at law
against the owner personally obligated to pay- the same.
{d) issue, or to cause an appropriate officer to issue, upon demand by any person,
a certificate setting forth whether or pot any ags_esa\mex_at hras been paid. A reasonable charpge
may be made by the Board for the issuance of thase certilicates. 1f a certificate stales an
assessment has been paid, such certificate shall be conclusive evidence of guch payn-lenl;
{e) procure and maintain adequate liability insurance covering the Association,
its directors, officers, agents und employees and to procure and maintain adequate harard
insurance on the real and personal property owned by the Asgociation;
(f) cause all officers or employees having fiscal responsibilities to be bonded,
as it may deem appropriate; |
(g) cauge the Common Area io be maintained; and
{h) :cause the exterior of the dwellings to be maintained.
ARTICLE 1X. .

OFPICERS AND THEIR DUTIES

Section 1. Enumeration of Oflicers. The officers of this Association shall be a
president and vice president, who shall at all times be members of the Bourd of Directors,
a secrelury, und @ treasurer, and such other officers uy the Bourd may lrom lime 1o time

by resolution creale .



Section 2. Election of Officers. The election of officers shall take place at the first

meeting of the Board of Directors following each annual meeting of the members .

Section 3. Term. The officers of thia Asgsociation shall be elected annually

by the Board and each shall hold office for one (1) year unless he. shall sconer resign,
or shall be removed, or otherwise disqualified to serve.

Section 4. Special Appointments. The Board may elect such other officers as the

affairs of the Aasociation may require, each of whom shall holc office for such period,
have such authority, and perform such duties as the Board way, from time to time,

determine .

Section 5, Resignation and Removal. Any cificer may. be removgd_ f_rom offi_ce
with or without éause b.y.the 'ﬁoard. Any ofl'i;:er méy resign at any time. glving written
natice to the Board, the president or the secretary. Such resignation shall take effect
on the date of receipt of such notice or at any later time specified therein, and unless
otherwise specified therein, the acceptance of such resignation shall not he necesgary
to muke il effective,

Section §. Vacancies. A vacancy in any office may he filled by appointment by

the Board. The officer appointed to such vacancy shall serve for the remainder of the

terin of the officer he replacea.

Section 7. Multiple Offices. The offices of secretary and treasurér may be held by
the same person. No' person shall simultaneously hold more than one of any of the other
olfices except in the case of special offices created pursuant to Section 4 of this Article.

Section 8. Duties. The duties of the officery ure us lollows;

{a) The president shull preside at all meelings of the Bourd of Direclors; shall see
that orders und resolutions of the Board are cm‘xfied out; shall sign all leuses, moripages,
deeds and other written instruments and shall co-sign ull checks and promisgory notes,

Vice-President
{(b) The vice-president shall et in Lhe place and wtead of Lhe president in the event
“of his absence, inability or refusal 1o net, and shall excreise and discharge such other

duties as may be required of him by the Bourd.

Secretary
{c} The secretary:shall record the votes and keep the minutes of 41l meelingsa and
proceedingas of the Board and of the members; keep the corporate geal of the Agsociation
and alfix ..it on all papers requiring said seul, serve potice of meetings o:f the iﬁoard and
of the members; keep appropriate current records showing the members of the Association
together with their addresses, and shall perform such other duties as required by the Board.
Treasurer
{d} The treasurer shall receive and deposit in appropriate bank e:zccounts all monies
of the Asvociation and shall disburse such funds as directed by resolutio:n of the Board of
Directors; shall sign all checka and promissory notes of the Ansocmtlon kéep p.roper
books of account; cause an annual audit of the Assoeiation books to be made by a public
accountant Fat the completion of each fiscal year; und shall prepare an annual budget and
a statement of income and expenditures to he presented to the membership at ita regular
annual meeting, and deliver a copy of each to the members.
ARTICLE X.
INDEMNIFICATIONS - - i
The Association ghall indemnify any Director or Officer or former Director or
Officer of the Association against expenses actually and necessarily incm:red by him
n connection with the defense of any action, suit, or proceeding in WhiC}.] he ig made
& party by reason of being or having been such director or officer, excebt in relation to
matters a8 to which he shall be adjudged in auch action . guil or proceeding to be liable
for negligence or misconduct in the performance of duty .
ARTICLE XI.
COMMITTERES
The Board of Direclors shall appoint an Architectural Control Commiltee,
ag provided in the Declaration, nnd o Nominuting Commitiee, a8 provided in thege’
By-Laws. In addi'tiun, the Bourd of Direclors shall appoint olber committees us deemned

uppropriale in carrying oul ite purpose.



ARTICLE XII.
BOOKS AND RECORDS
The books, records and papers‘of the Asaociati.on shall at all times , during
reasonable business hours, be subject to inspection by any member. The Declaration, the
Articles of Incorporation and the By-Laws of the Agsociation shall be available for inspection
by any memher at the principal office of t};e Agsociation, where copies Imay be purchased
at a reasonable cost.
ARTICLE XIII.
ASSESSMENTS
As more fully provided in the Declaration, each member is obligéted to pay {0 the
Assaciutiﬁﬁ ;).z.muu.} 'dI'..ld .sl.aeciz.ll aséessménts I'OIr each l.ot subject to asseéament which are
secured by a continuing lien upon the property against whick the asses.sment is made,
Any assessmenis which are not paid when due shall be delinquent. H the asseassment
is not paid within thirty (30) days after the due date, the assessment éhall bear interest
from the date of delinquency at the rate of six percent {6%) per annum, and the
Association may bring an action at law against the owner personally obiigated té pay the
same or foreclose the lien against the Property, and interest, costs, and reascnable
atterney's fees of any auch action shall be added to the amount of such ésaessment. No
owner may waive or otherwise escape liability for the assesaments proQided for herein
by non-use of the Common Area ar abandonment of hig lot.
ARTICLE XIV .,
CORPORATE SEAL
The Association shall have a seal in circular form having within its circumference
the words: Woodwind Townhouses Assuciatlion, Inc, Greenvillg County, South Carolina,
ARTICLE XV .
AMENDMENTS
Section I, These By-Luww may be umended, at o regulur or special teeilng of
the members, by a vole of 4 majority of u quorum of membery preseniin person or by
proxy: excepl thul the Federal Housing Administration or the Veleruns Administration shall

huve the right 10 velo amendments while there is Clasy B3 membersiip .



Section 2. In the case of any conllict between the Articles of Incorporation
and these By-Laws, the Articles shall control; and in the case of any conflict between
the Declaration and these By-Laws, the Declaration shall control .
ARTICLE XVI.
MISCELLANEOUS
The ligcal year of‘:the Association shall begin on the first day of Junuary and end
on the 3lst day of December of every year, except that the firat fiscal year shall begin
on the dute of incorporation.
